Charity funding and the
new Government

The ACEVO Funding Roadshow conferences, now in their 
sixth year, and provide an important opportunity for 
third sector chief executives and fundraisers to hear and 
question the leading statutory, lottery and trust funders. 

They are organised by Action Planning and ACEVO, in 
association with the Big Lottery Fund, the Charity  
Finance Directors’ Group, Blackbaud and the Charities  
aid Foundation.

Our theme this year is Charity funding and the new 
Government. This is a time of some uncertainty, as 
charities reflect on the possible impact of reductions in 
public spending, but it also brings many new opportunities. 

The Coalition Agreement, highlighted the central role 
which the voluntary and community sector is to play 
in delivering the Government’s strategy for promoting 
‘freedom, fairness and responsibility’. We will be 
examining some of the key elements in this programme 
including:

• �the commitment to expand social action, with charities 
and social enterprises playing an enhanced role in 
delivering public services

• �the reform of welfare to work, with charities being paid 
for the outcomes they achieve

• �the extension of personal budgets in social care, and 
outcome based funding in public health

• �plans for a ‘Big Society Bank’ to provide new finance for 
charities, social enterprises and neighbourhood groups

• �proposed changes to the national lottery to benefit 
sports, the arts and heritage

• �opportunities for charities to run schools

• �support for ‘innovative and effective smaller NGOs’  
which tackle poverty worldwide

We look forward to welcoming four Government 

ministers to address the launch conference in London 

on 1st July. As in previous years, the entire event will 

be repeated in Leeds (13th July) and Birmingham 

(15th July), subject to some variation in speakers.

The Minister for Civil Society, 
Nick Hurd MP, will set out the 

Government’s strategy for working with 

the voluntary and community sector and 

the strategic role to be played by the 

new Office of Civil Society, at the heart 

of Government.

The Minister for Health and 
Social Care, Paul Burstow MP, 
will speak on the funding of charities 

working in health, disability and social 

care, and the hospice movement. Paul 

has lead responsibility for the voluntary 

sector in the Department of Health.

The Secretary of State for Work 
and Pensions, the Rt Hon Iain 
Duncan Smith MP, will speak on 

the role of the sector in breaking down 

the barriers to employment and taking 

forward the Government’s reform of 

welfare to work. As Chairman of the 

Centre for Social Justice, Iain also played 

a key role in developing the Conservative Party’s strategy for 

working with the voluntary and community sector to fight 

disadvantage and deliver social change.

The Minister for Culture,  
Ed Vaizey MP, will speak on the 

Coalition Government’s vision for 

developing the arts and heritage in Britain, 

and possible changes to the national  

lottery intended to release additional 

funding for sports, arts and heritage.

Raising more online
Ted Hart, one of the world’s leading experts 
on online fundraising and communications, 
is flying from the USA to address all three 
conferences. A prolific writer and speaker, 
Ted is author of People to People Fundraising: 
Social Networking and Web 2.0 for Charities 
and Nonprofit Internet Strategies. He will be 
joined by Robert McAllen of Blackbaud’s online 
team and Tom Latchford from Action Planning.

Expert analysis and comment  
from ACEVO
Peter Kyle, Deputy Chief Executive of 
ACEVO, and Seb Elsworth, Director of Policy, 
worked closely with the former Labour 
Government and with the Conservative Party 
in opposition to advocate policies which 
would benefit the third sector. They will share 
their analysis of the Coalition Government’s 

programme, and the threats and opportunities for charities. Peter 
will speak in London and Leeds and Seb in Birmingham.

Demonstrating outcomes  
to funders
Government and other funders are placing 
increased emphasis on outcome measurement 
in assessing which organisations to support. 
Nick Priggis of Action Planning examines 
outcome measurement techniques, including 
those suited to soft outcomes: changes in the 
quality of beneficiaries’ lives.
